Hundreds of hours huddling in a
cellar, scared to death, hearing the
planes overhead, the antraircraft
guns shooting, and the bombs
dropping. Years when we had seen
the Jews rounded up in Amsterdam
and deported to places unknown to
us at the time. Years of ever de-
creasing food rations, no private
cars, no private radios and a news-
paper reporting only those things
the Germans wanted us to know.
There were rumors that evening in
early June, that Europe had been
invaded by the United States and
British armed forces but news does

Our next door neighbor and his son
were executed by the Germans be-
cause they were members of the
Dutch resistance. More than a mil-
lion people died in those months in
the German concentration camps.
There are millions of people in
France, Belgium, and Holland who
were given a chance to live again
because of the blood sweat and
tears of the soldiers, sailors and
airmen of the United States (and
Great Britain and Canada). | find it
so sad that so many people, both
here in the USA as well as in
urope, have forgotten, or never
learned, what the people of the
United States of America did in
